Thir epletes
were torn fran e sholders by
the workers, and it was ot safe to
wear war decorations in the street,
Lacendorff and s riends, ormes
bigh offcces aud capitalss, met
once & week in the “litle confer-
ence roont” ai the Hotel Vier
Jabreseeiten in Munit, There they
were thelr ormes scves, wore their
nedals, clicked beels and sauied
one anather. They iumed over
e past splendor, deplored their
present conditon snd dreamed of
a glorious future.
